A Tool to Choose Your Ministry

@ You may have heard of the 80-20 rule. It operates in all human organizations,
including the church. In most churches 20% of the people do 80% of the work. The
other 80% either tackle the remaining 20% of the duties or, more likely, they sit on
the sidelines and watch everyone else do the work.

This is NOT how God intended His church to operate! God wants every believer to make a
difference for Him in every area of life — at home, at school or work, in the community, and in
the local church. In fact, the effectiveness of your church depends on how many of its
members are contributing their spiritual gifts to the work of the church.

Whether they know it or not, the people in your church are counting on you to minister to
them out of your giftedness as part of the Body of Christ. In return, you benefit by having your
fellow churchgoers investing their time and talents in building up you. This is serious business.
God will hold you accountable for how you invested the “talents” He has entrusted to you.

So how do you figure out where to serve in the church? By triangulating! Webster’s dictionary
defines the principle of triangulation as a “... finding a position or location from two fixed points
a known distance apart.”

You were designed to make a distinctive contribution in the church through two fixed points.
If you employ your spiritual gifts in an area of ministry that reflects the passion implanted in
your heart, you will locate a ministry that will benefit others and bring you great satisfaction.
